student in the previous academic year, (3) be a Canadian citizen, permanent resident 
or a person to whom refugee protection has been conferred under the Immigration 
and Refugee Protection Act, and (4) be legally entitled to work in Canada in 
accordance with relevant provincial legislation and regulations.
