WMF utilizes an individualized and holistic approach to 
increase participants’ capacity to become self-sufficient 
to the greatest degree possible, while acknowledging 
multiple barriers faced by the women using E4C’s shelter 
programs. Program services are guided by individual 
assessment, service planning, and outreach support 
addressing any or all of the following components: 

•	 Getting started by changing personal circumstances 
•	 Cultural connections 
•	 Employment and life management skills 
•	 Specific work skills training 
•	 Job placement and support with sustaining 

employment 
•	 Independent life management 

Women Moving Forward liaise with employers to 
develop job opportunities for clients. Women Moving 
Forward provides ongoing support, follow up, and 
conflict resolution for client and employer after the 
client has been placed in employment.
